According to Dr. Layali Hamdan, a laboratory
specialistin the Veterinary Medicine Department, the first device —aset
of VR Glasses — enables veterinarians and students to immerse togeth-
er in a virtual environment: whether a farm, field, clinic, or classroom.
The second device is a nextgeneration geneticanalysis unit, capable of
conducting veterinary diagnostics and genetic testing domestically —
eliminating the need to send samples abroad. Dr. Hamdan noted that

the newly inaugurated genetic lab made the university’s presence at
the exhibition a natural and fitting choice, and that the pavilion attract-
ed significant attention and visits.

The International Fund for Houbara Conservation announced the hatch-
ing of the first Houbara chick for the 2025-2026 season at the National
Bird Research Center in Suweihan — announced during its participation
in the exhibition. The chick, weighing only 43 grams and carrying the ID
number (M26N00001), will be tracked to prevent inbreeding and main-
tain genetic diversity.

Mohamed Al Matou’ Al Dhaheri, Acting Director General of the Fund, de-
scribed this year as special for AL Ain: not only because of hosting the first
edition of the exhibition, but also thanks to the engagement of local wild-
life enthusiasts — preserving the legacy of Sheikh Zayed in conservation
efforts. He added that hatching this chick so early in the season bodes
well for setting a new production record, surpassing last year’s output of
100,000 Houbara birds.
