Khalifa Abdullah Al Nuaimi, CEO of
the group, highlighted that this advancement represents a major
leap for the camel industry and underscores their commitment to
cutting-edge technology. The iris fingerprinting process involves
scanning the camel’s eyes, capturing three images of each eye from
different angles, followed by an Al-assisted scan with a high-resolu-
tion iris-imaging camera.

He noted that each camel is assigned a unique identification num-
ber through a specialized system. The iris fingerprint is then ana-
lyzed and processed to confirm the camel’s identity. If the scan data
matches with a 95% accuracy, the camel is successfully identified,
and its unique identification number is displayed.

He emphasized that the camel’s iris fingerprinting system elimi-
nates errors and fraud, enables quick registration and tracking, and
ensures accuracy in modifying electronic chips. He affirmed the
group’s commitment to staying updated on advancements in the

camel sector to promote creativity and innovation.

Camel and Arabian Wolf Cloning

At the Al Ain International Hunting and Equestrian Exhibition 2025,
the Emirates Biotechnology Research Center (EBRTC) presented its
camel cloning initiatives to revive rare purebred lineages. They also
introduced advancements in cloning the Arabian wolf, a declining
species in the Arabian Peninsula.

Dr. Afra Al Dhaheri from EBRTC discussed the use of advanced
cloning and gene-preservation technologies to protect these rare

breeds and to promote scientific research in this important area.

Arabian Saluki: Renewed Heritage

ki, showcased by Dalma Farm, which is dedicated to preserving this
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ancient breed. Known for its endurance, speed, and slender physique, the Saluki is
one of the earliest and most significant dog breeds in the world.

Abdul Jalal Asmina from Dalma Farm highlighted the breed’s documentation

with the International Federation of Purebred Dog Breeds and emphasized

the farm’s commitment to its protection and preservation.

He added that the breed originates in the Arabian Peninsula and plays
a vital role in the ecosystem due to its unique endurance and excep-
tional speed, making it an ideal hunting companion. This necessi-
tates intensified efforts to protect it from extinction and preserve

this heritage.

Asmina discussed the farm’s participation in Saluki beauty contests
and various events, emphasizing the importance of showcasing
the breed at the Al Ain International Hunting and Equestrian Exhi-
bition. She noted their role in educating children about handling
Salukis and preserving this cultural heritage, as well as highlighting

Emirati craftsmanship in leather products.

The Emirates Falconers Club’s pavilion show-
cased notable initiatives, including the Mo-
hamed Bin Zayed Falconry and Desert Physi-
ognomy School, the International Festival of
Falconry, the Arabian Saluki Centre, and the Na-
tional Library and Archives. Attendees enjoyed
interactive experiences, including live falconry
demonstrations, hands-on engagement zones,
and insights into traditional hunting methods.
The pavilion also featured a school visits pro-
gramme to introduce younger generations to
the art of falconry.

Established in 2015, the Al Marzoom Hunting
Reserve, spanning 923 square kilometers, has
emphasized its commitment to revitalizing
falconry traditions in a safe and sustainable
environment. Visitors had the unique oppor-
tunity to partake in traditional hunting of hares
and houbara bustards using camels or classic
cars, allin accordance with Abu Dhabi’s hunting
regulations.

The AL Ain Chess & Mind Games Club, operating
under the Abu Dhabi Sports Council, offered
an innovative experience by allowing visitors
to interact with AI-powered robots for chess
training and live matches. These contribu-
tions highlight that the exhibition transcends
